iscussions on the performance of the Indun ccon-
omy have been happening for many months now.
The many years and cycles that our economy has
been through, right from liberalization in the easly
19905 have shown that in order to grow at a healthy
pace and sustawn that growth yvear after vear, 0o sin-
gle seetor can vperate in isolation. From bemng recognized
a8 o predominantly agrarian cconomy in its carly days,
we have seen various sectors develop, contribute and help
erow the overall ecopomy, This 1s exactly what Pahle India
Foundation’s report titled “An Integrated Value Chain Ap-
proach to Fase of Doing Business: A Case Study ol Sugar,
Alcohol Beverages, and Tourism Sector” points towards,
The 3 sectors that the reporr covers nchides Tourism.
Having been in this space for vears, the synergies pointed
out by the report among the other two sectors: sugar and
alcoholic beverages with that of tourism have remained
largely unexploited. States like Kerala and Bibar which
have an inmense potential for ourism (in fact it is one of
the most important sectors for Kerula) have been battling
broader policy issues like ban on alcohol. Kerala quickly
realized the effects of the ban and reversed it, two years
after it was unposed in 2015, Why a ban on alcohwol is detri-
mental w the suceess of the lourism sector is sell-expluna-
tory, especially when one considers foreign tounists visiting
India. Consider this: Bihar lost over Rs 3000 ¢r in excise
revenues i a vear after alcohol bap; tovrsm down too, If
that sounds like 4 big issue, here is a smaller one. Among
the many hicenses that are required loday 1o start a holel,
one is for washing clothes! There are close to 70 such h-
cense requirements which are a burden on the industry, The
estimate made in the report that the Indian hotel wdustry
has the potential o grow 1o USD 424 bn by 2027 points Lo

a clear need to rutionuhize policics across scetors in order (o
harness that huge potential.

Reforms on the Ease of Doing Business front have
been very genenc so far, There are many challenges that
need Lo be overcome for the industry o realize its poten-
tial. The interlinkages between aleoholic bevermges and the
tourism industry are evident in states practicing prohibi-
tion in India. Presently, Gujarat, Nagaland. Bihar and the
Union Temitory ol Lakshadweep practice prohibition on
alcohol. Bihar mtroduced @ ban on alcohol in 2016 and has
witnessed a decline in the number of domestic and interna-
tional tourists withun one vear. According to data from the
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state tourism department, the number of domestic tourists
in the state was approximately 61.52 lakh in 2015 which in
2016 decreased to 42,84 lakh. But the biggest loss to the
exchequer has been the drop in excise collections.

If wurism is 1o be made business-friendly, the govern-
ment needs to introduce sector-specific reforms. This is
necessary, &s tourism as & sector has strong interlinkages
with other sectors and industries such as food services,
hospitality, retail, travel, real estate and others. Tourism as
a sector comes with direct, indirect and induced benefits
and each sector plays a role in the growth of tourism to
sustain such benefits. There is a need to bring down the in-
coherence in the status of tourism and its regulations in the
country. In Schedule 7 of Article 246, tourism is not listed
under the Concurrent, Union or State list, Each state has its

dedicated tourism board which is responsible for overlook-
ing the promotion and development of tounism.

From the perspective of case of doing business, recog-
nizing the need to upgrade tourism infrastructure in India,
the central government has proposed an outlay of INR 152
billion for the tourism sector. From an Ease of Doing Busi-
ness (EoDB) perspective, the states have a bigger role than
the center.

The Indian hotel industry has the
potential to grow to USD 424 bn
by 2027 points to a clear need to

rationalize policies across sectors in
order to harness that huge potential.

As the report points out, the tourism sector today faces
various challenges not just with respect to the value chain
but also in the services and infrastructure. Some of these in-
clude an ineffective single-window clearance and extended
time periods for clearances and licenses. To make things
simpler we need to further enhance the efficacy and imple-
mentation of the government skill development program
and it is here that we as stakeholders would have to support
the cfforts of the government.

For an industry which is the seventh-largest in the
world, with respect to its contribution to the GDP of the
country, the World Travel and Tourism Council (WTTC)
report of 2018, has pegged the tourism sector to grow to
USD 424 billion (INR 29,680 billion) by 2027. Presently
it accounts for USD 234 billion (INR 16,380 billion) i.c.
9.4 percent of India’s GDP. For the industry to achieve its
truc potential, a conducive reforms program will have to be
implemented on the lines of what the report is suggesting,

ThePIF report makes scven recommendations men-
tioned in the table alongside the tourism sector which | be-
lieve are extremely critical from the point of view of what
1 have said so far. Ideas like the creation of the Investor
and entreprencur interactive platforms (competitions, Gairs,
summits) in small cities are the need of the hour. The quick
and transparent licensing process is another important need
and enforcing stricter timelines a necessity.

Enhancing case of doing business is a challenge, but
policy initiatives in the right direction are a necessity, espe-
cially considering the tight ropewalk that the government
is going through for ensuring that the cconomy remains on
track and in the right direction. An integrated approach to
ease of doing business as encapsulated by the PIF report is
probably the right step in that direction.

Amend India’s Constitution to bring Tourism under the
concurrent list, says Pahle India Foundation Report

Pune : Policy think-tank Pahle
India Foundation has recommended
that the govemment should bring
the tourism industry under the ‘con-
current list’ by amending Schedule
VII of the Constitution. Tourism is
currently not mentioned in either
Central, State, or Concurrent List.

This recommendation was
made by Pahle India Foundation in
its study report titled, “An
Integrated Value Chain Approach to
Ease of Doing Business: A Case
Study of Sugar, Alco-Bev, and
Tourism.”

The report recommends that
tourism should be included under
the concurrent list since both the
state tourism boards and central
ministry have responsibilities in
their respective domains. The
major budgetary allocations are
made by the Centre while States
have a larger role in implementa-
tion. “The uncertainties regarding
demarcation of responsibilities

between centre and state shall per-
sist, until tourism is placed under
either of the three lists per Schedule
VII of the

Indian Constitution,” the
report says.

Among other key recommenda-
tions in the report on tourism sector
reforms include having a vision
document for the food and restau-
rant sector as it is one of the largest
contributors to tourism as a whole.
It also recommends establishing a
nodal ministry or department for
the hospitality sector which is an
integral part of tourism. “Due to
lack of such a nodal department
businesses, have to deal with multi-
ple regulators at the Centre, State,
Municipalities, level besides many
hyperlocal authorities,” the report
states.

“There are several processes
and procedures, such as the state
Excise Acts, which need to be mod-
ified keeping in mind the chal-

lenges the country’s travel and
tourism industry is facing today.
The case in point of such archaic
laws is the Punjab Excise Act of
1914. The initiative by Pahle India
Foundation towards highlighting
the challenges of the tourism indus-
try for the State Governments to
think over and plan and execute
reforms is a fantastic effort and this
will benefit the industry,” says
Vineet Taing MC Member, HRANI
& President, Vatika Hotels P. Ltd.

The
objective of the study was

The report recommends
an integrated sectoral ap-
proach to EoDB for more
quantifiable gains in state
GDP. It examines three in-
dustries as case studies,viz.
sugar, alcoholic beverage,
and tourism, to show how a
small reform in one of these
sectors can create cumula-
tive economic impact across
the value chain and for the
state because of their inter-
linkages. The report recom-
mends overhauling of state
Excise practices. including
moving fromoffline systems
toonline, along with several
other policy measures for
improving Ease of Doing
Business (EoDB) and GDPs
of states. It also stresses the
need for the current EoDB
framework to incentivise
states to comprehensively

overhaul those state legisla-
tions, such as the Excise Act.
that hamper ease of doing
business, and therefore
growth. Tax revenues from
Excise form asignificant part
of the states’ annual revenue
receipts. In 2018-19, alco-
holic-beverages industry
alone generated Excise rev-
enues to the tune of INR 1.4
lakh crores for state govern-
ments.

According to the report
a State-wise framework has
seen an overall improvement
in the EoDB rankings but has
not helped in improving GDP
at State levels. Among oth-
ers, alag between implemen-
tation and the impact it cre-
ates and the fact that overall
reforms do not necessarily
meanease of doing business

in sectors are reasons for this
disconnect between EoDB
and growth in State GDPs.

The reason for the selec-
tion of the three sectors were
the inter-linkages between
each of these.

The state of UP has seen
itsrank in EoDB slip from 10
in 2014-15 to 14 in 2016-
17 to again rise to 12 in
2017-18.

As per
business feedback, Uttar
Pradesh ranks 10, which is
slightly better than the over-
all ranking.

Amend India’s Constitution to bring Tourism under the
concurrent list, says Pahle India Foundation Report

Pune : Policy think-tank Pahle
India Foundation has recommend-
ed that the government should
bring the tourism industry under
the ‘concurrent list’ by amending
Schedule VII of the Constitution.
Tourism is currently not men-
tioned in either Central, State, or
Concurrent List.

This recommendation was
made by Pahle India Foundation
in its study report titled, “An
Integrated Value Chain Approach
to Ease of Doing Business: A Case
Study of Sugar, Alco-Bev, and
Tourism.”

The report recommends that
tourism should be included under
the concurrent list since both the
state tourism boards and central
ministry have responsibilities in
their respective domains. The
major budgetary allocations are
made by the Centre while States
have a larger role in implementa-
tion. “The uncertainties regarding
demarcation of responsibilities

between centre and state shall per-
sist, until tourism is placed under
either of the three lists per
Schedule VII of the

Indian Constitution,” the
report says.

Among other key recommen-
dations in the report on tourism
sector reforms include having a
vision document for the food and
restaurant sector as it is one of the
largest contributors to tourism as a
whole. It also recommends estab-
lishing a nodal ministry or depart-
ment for the hospitality sector
which is an integral part of
tourism. “Due to lack of such a
nodal department businesses, have
to deal with multiple regulators at
the Centre, State, Municipalities,
level besides many hyperlocal
authorities,” the report states.

“There are several processes
and procedures, such as the state
Excise Acts, which need to be
modified keeping in mind the
challenges the country’s travel and

tourism industry is facing today.
The case in point of such archaic
laws is the Punjab Excise Act of
1914. The initiative by Pahle India
Foundation towards highlighting
the challenges of the tourism
industry for the State
Govemments to think over and
plan and execute reforms is a fan-
tastic effort and this will benefit
the industry,” says Vineet Taing
MC Member, HRANI &
President, Vatika Hotels P. Ltd.

Tourism potential still untapped

For a sustained and all-round economic growth, there is need for an integrated sectoral approach to ensure the
ease of doing business

Discussions on the performance of the Indian economy have been taking place for months now. The many years
and cycles that our economy has been through show that in order to grow at a healthy pace and sustain that
growth year after year, no sector can operate in isolation. From being recognised as a predominantly agrarian
economy in its early days, we have seen various sectors develop, contribute and help grow its overall size.

The Pahle India Foundation's (PIF) report titled: An Integrated Value Chain Approach to Ease of Doing Business: A
Case Study of Sugar, Alcohol Beverages and Tourism Sector points towards the synergy between the three sectors.
This has remained largely unexploited. States like Kerala and Bihar, which have an immense potential for tourism,
have been battling broader policy issues like the ban on alcohol. Kerala quickly realised the effects of prohibition
and reversed it two years after it was imposed in 2015. Why such a ban is detrimental to the success of the
tourism sector is self-explanatory, especially when one considers foreign tourists visiting India. Consider this;
Bihar lost over Rs 3,000 crore in excise revenues in a year after alcohol ban in 2016; tourism is down too as the
State has seen a decline in the number of domestic and international arrivals. According to data from the State
tourism department, the number of domestic tourists in Bihar was approximately 61.52 lakh in 2015, which in 2016
decreased to 42.84 lakh. At present, Gujarat, Nagaland and the Union Territory of Lakshadweep also practise
prohibition.

Sadly, reforms on the Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) front have been very generic so far and there are many
challenges which need to be overcome for the tourism industry to realise its potential. For instance, among the
many licences that are required today to start a hotel, one is for washing clothes. There are close to 70 such
licence requirements which are a burden on the industry. The estimate made in the report that the Indian hotel
industry has a potential to grow to $424 billion by 2027 points to a clear need to rationalise policies across sectors
in order to harness it.

If tourism is to be made business-friendly, the Government needs to introduce sector-specific reforms. This is
necessary as tourism as a sector has strong interlinkages with other sectors and industries such as food services,
hospitality, retail, travel, real estate and others. Tourism as a sector comes with direct, indirect and induced
benefits and allied economies play a role for the growth of tourism to sustain such benefits. There is a need to
bring down the incoherence in the status of tourism and its regulations in the country. In Schedule 7 of Article
246, tourism is not listed under the Concurrent, Union or State list. Each State has its dedicated tourism board
which is responsible for overlooking its promotion and development.

Can the Centre and States work together?

An interesting report from Pahle Indian Foundation has made many sit up and take
notice, especially at a time when everyone is talking about jobs, and the need for it. So
how does one help the economy, how does one create jobs, and more importantly, how
does one plug these huge gaps? The markets, as many television anchors say during
their primetime news, need to know. So does India, where the economy is not in the best
of shape.

The Foundation has put forward — probably for the first time in India — a very interesting
argument, stressing the need to adopt a sector-specific approach for enhancing ease of
doing business. The process, claim economists who wrote the note, is a necessity to
check what many claims are rapidly declining heaith of the country’s economy. So what
is this alternative approach? The Foundation says the Ease of Doing Business needs to
be handled by adopting a sector-specific approach based on integrated value-chain, a
good step towards achieving all-round sectoral sustainable growth.

Is it possible? Yes, it is possible, argues the Foundation, an FCRA certified policy think-
tank.

It says India has never been an economy driven by just a few sectors. Right from the
early days of public policy formulation, policymakers in the Indian Capital have laid
enough stress on the all-round development of the economy, emphasising on growth
across sectors whether industrial, agricultural, or even in the later part, services. A
healthy interplay of various sectors has kept the economic engine running and also
building strength over the years. That way. there have been betier management of black
swan events or shocks that haunted growth from time to time.

In an era of political decision-making which has seen unparalleled conviction and
judgement, thanks to the stability that the current dispensation enjoys, some hiccups are
bound to disrupt and prevent a linear growth pattern expected by many. When this
happens, the only way to get over is to rethink, redraw and reshape and eventually
course correct to put things in place.
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
